· Use old homework problems, quizzes, and tests for studying.  ALWAYS redo the problems you missed.

	Grade Breakdown
	Semester grades will be calculated as a composite of the six weeks grades as follows: 

1. The 1st 6 weeks grade is worth 30% of the semester grade.
2. The 2nd 6 weeks grade is worth 30% of the semester grade.
3. The 3rd 6 weeks grade is worth 30% of the semester grade.
4. The final exam is worth 10% of the semester grade.
6 week grades will be calculated as a composite of the following categories as follows:

1. Tests and Quizzes are worth 70% of your 6 weeks grade.

	Attendance and Tardies
	Due to our limited class time, it is imperative that you consistently attend class on time.  I will adhere to the school attendance policy.  4 unexcused absences will result in mandatory Saturday School.  Tardies will not be tolerated: 4 tardies will equal one unexcused absence.  If you have 12 or more unexcused absences in a semester, you risk jeopardizing your grade and credit.  

	Homework =

Accelerated Math
	· You are expected to do 30-60 minutes of homework for this class every night.  Students who fail to meet this expectation fall behind quickly. 
· Your Accelerated Math goals are to master:
· 4 objects per week to earn
· 24 objectives per grading period to earn
· 72 objectives per semester. 
· Mastery of an objective is demonstrated by achieving an 80% or greater on an AM Practice or Exercise AND by achieving an 80% or greater on an AM Test or Diagnostic Test.
· I will print an AM test when I see that you have 3 or more objectives ready to test, but it is your responsibility to request an AM test when your TOPS report shows 3 or more objectives ready to test.
· To make a printing request write your name on the signup sheet marked Juengel, kept near the back computer.  I will place your assignment in your folder by the end of P5 (morning requests) or P10 (afternoon requests).  
· It is your responsibility to check you folder often.

· Accelerated Math marking period grades may be improved at any time before the semester end by mastering missing objectives.


Rules and Procedures for Ms. Juengel’s Class

Rules

1.  Follow directions the first time they are given.

2.  Be respectful to all people and their belongings

3.  Come prepared to class with all necessary materials

4.  All electronics must be put away in backpacks at all times.
Procedures

Beginning Class

Students must enter the room on the South side of the room (Promethean Board side).  Enter the classroom quietly and IMMEDIATELY scan your Accelerated Math homework.  You may also use this time to work on Accelerated Math problems.  If you have questions, ask a classmate at your table – DO NOT LEAVE YOUR SEAT.  You must be in your seat and started when the class time, otherwise, you will be marked tardy.  For example, if class starts at 8:20, you must be in your seat and working when the clock says 8:20:00.  

Calling for Class Attention

When I need your attention I will raise my hand in the air and say, “Ladies and gentlemen, I need your attention and I know that I have your attention when your eyes are looking at me and your mouths are closed.”  At this time, I expect you to position your body so you can look at me and end any conversations you may be having.  

Textbooks  

Classroom copies are stored in the cabinets.  You may use any of the textbooks in the closest as resources.  You may check out books from Period 9 through Period 1 for one night only.

Calculators/Clickers

In order to borrow a calculator, you must trade in an index card with you name on it.  These cards can be found in your folder at the back of the room.  You will be responsible for this calculator and the batteries during class.  You are to return it before leaving class.    At that time, you will receive your index card back.  If there are any damages, you will be financially responsible for them.  Students who fail to return their calculators will be charged $100.

Electronics

Cell phones, iPods, etc. will not be tolerated in my class.  If I see it, it’s mine until the end of the day.  If I see a second time, it’s mine until the end of the week, and your parent will have to come pick it up

Writing Utensils

If you forget a writing utensil, please discretely ask a neighbor to borrow one.  If you need to sharpen your pencil, please do so without interrupting the class.  If there is a speaker at the front of the room, you can stand by the pencil sharpener and wait for a nod from the speaker to sharpen your pencil.

Bathroom

First, it is important to say that the bathroom should be used during class for EMERGENCIES ONLY.  It is important to be present for as much instruction as possible.  Students who wish to use the restroom must have their planner and raise their hand to ask permission first.  If the time is appropriate, I will write you a pass.  
Class Times

There are typically four different types of “Class Times”.  The following are behaviors that are expected for each of the different “times” 

	Individual Work Time

· Have all necessary materials out 

· Keep to yourself 

· Raise your hand in order to ask a question 
	Presentations

· Sit up, Listen, Ask and Answer Questions, Nod your head, and Track the speaker 

· Support claims with evidence (Answer, WHY??)

· Raise your hand before speaking

	Group Work Time

· Speak only to members of your group

· Keep group conversations on-topic

· Each member is responsible for speaking about their group’s findings

· Ask each member of the group before asking Ms. Juengel.
	Class Notes Time

- Raise your hand in order to ask or answer an on-topic question

- Write slides in black font in your notebook (paraphrasing is acceptable)

· Keep your attention focused on the speaker and refrain from talking


Scanning During Class

There will be a sign at the front of the room that tells you when you can scan your homework.  There will be 3 modes: Green: Time to scan!  Yellow: Scan only if you are finished with the current activity and have checked with Ms. Juengel.  Red: Scanning not permitted.  Students are expected to follow the instructions in order to allow for minimal distractions during class.  If I do not want you to scan it means that what we are doing is essential for your learning and I expect you to fully participate. Students whom work on Accelerated Math Homework during a designated red time will have their homework confiscated and either returned to them at the end of class or placed in their folder.  

Finishing Early

If you are ever finished early, raise your hand and let Ms. Juengel know.  This will often be an appropriate time to work on your Accelerated math homework, but is still important to let Ms. Juengel know so she can track your progress.

Dismissing Class

Sometimes, I will need to make last-minute announcements at the end of class and I need to make sure I have your full attention.  When it’s time for class to end, please return to your seat and wait for me to dismiss you.  Before you will be dismissed, all class materials must be put away (especially calculators), all desk areas must be clean, and students must be in a seat.

Asking for a Meeting, Grade Report, etc

There are many things that I have to do at the beginning and end of class.  In order to ensure that everything runs smoothly, please refrain from asking me for a meeting or an update on your grade at the beginning or the end of class.  If you would like to set up a meeting with me, ask me during a time that will not interrupt class or send me an email in advance.  This will allow me to better help you and limit interruptions.  Grades are updated at least once per week on Infinite Campus.  I will also encourage you to check your grades through the parent portal.

Absences

Each student is responsible for collecting his or her own work from the day they are absent.  This work must be completed outside of class time.  Students are encouraged to get notes from a classmate, or view the power points uploaded to the class website.  Students can find any papers from class in the extra handouts binder located at the back of the room.  Class work that is missing should be completed within the number of days the student was absent.  For example, if a student is absent on Tuesday, his/her work is due on Thursday.  If a student is absent Monday and Tuesday, his/her work is due on Friday.  Any assessments missed during that day must be re-scheduled at a time negotiated with Ms. Juengel within one week.  If you do not make up assessments within one week, you will receive a 0.  Students will not be allowed to miss class in order to make up assessments.

Notebook/Binder

All students are required to take notes in a notebook or on ORGANIZED loose-leaf paper.  Please feel free to use a format that works for you.  If you would like suggestions for how to better organize your notes, feel free to ask Ms. Juengel.  Students are encouraged to keep a binder to keep all homework assignments, quizzes, and tests to study from throughout the course.  If you have a system that works for you, feel free to use it.  Otherwise, feel free to ask Ms. Juengel for suggestions.

Academic Integrity:

Academic integrity means that the student completes the academic to the best of their ability.  Any student who copies assignments from other student, or lets another student copy his or her assignment will receive no credit for that assignment.  Academic integrity also means that students will not cheat on quizzes and exams.  Plagiarism will not be tolerated under any circumstances.  When writing a paper, students should give credit where credit is due by citing sources properly.  Any student found being academically dishonest, will receive NO CREDIT for the particular assignment and any further action deemed necessary by Ms. Juengel and the administration staff.

*Ms. Juengel reserves the right to change any and all procedures in order to improve the learning environment.  This may be changed due to teacher observation or student suggestion.  Students are encouraged to answer the question, “What can Ms. Juengel do to help you succeed in her class?” in order to improve the learning environment.
